Technical Tours (June 9-10, 2006) — Annual Conference

With its huge reserves of Mn ore in the Kalahari Manganese Field, South Africa is a
significant producer of Mn ore, alloys and metal. The technical visits being offered are aimed
at providing delegates with an appreciation of these production facilities and will focus on
initiatives in the Heath, Safety and Environmental areas.

Trip 1 — Friday 9 June 2006

BHP Billiton’s Metalloys plant at Meyerton, south of Johannesburg, where HCFeMn, SiMn
and Refined alloys are produced. This visit will be a whole day trip with transport by bus/mini
bus (depending on the number of delegates) leaving from the Park Hyatt Hotel at 9am.

Trip 2 — Friday 9 June 2006

Assmang’s Cato Ridge smelter outside Durban where HCFeMN and Refined alloys are
currently produced. This visit will be a whole day trip and delegates will be required to book
their own domestic flights.

The trip will be planned around the following flights:

SA539 (Johannesburg to Durban) 08:55am
SA570 (Durban to Johannesburg) 16:40pm

Delegates who wish to use other airlines are free to do so but the transport from Durban
Airport to Cato Ridge and back (by mini-bus probably) will be based on those times. If there
are sufficient delegates on this trip staying at the Park Hyatt Hotel, transport to and from the
airport will also be organised.

Delegates flying in to Johannesburg overnight on the 9" June should be able to join this trip.

Trip 3 — Friday 9 June 2006

Manganese Metal Company’s facility at Nelspruit, Mpumalanga where manganese metal is
produced. This will be a whole day trip and delegates will be required to book the following
flights;

SA 8122 (Johannesburg to Nelspruit (MQP)) 08:55
SA 8135 (Nelspruit to Johannesburg) 15:30

Transport from the Nelspruit (Mpumalanga) airport will be by mini-bus.

Once again delegates flying in on the 9" June on overnight flights should be able to join this
trip.

Trip 4 — Saturday 10 June 2006

Kalahari Manganese Field. This will be a whole day trip to visit BHP Billiton’s open cast
Mamatwam and Assmang’s underground Nchwaning 3 mines. Because of the remoteness
of this area, this visit will be by charter plane and numbers will be limited (first come first
served).

To enable delegates to visit both mines this trip will depart from Lanseria Airport at 08:00am
and will return at approximately 17:00pm. Transport to and from Lanseria will be arranged
from the Park Hyatt Hotel. The approximate cost of this visit will be +/- R2400 per person
(depending on numbers).

To facilitate logistical arrangements, a block booking has been made at the Park Hyatt Hotel,
Rosebank, Johannesburg at a discounted rate of R1300.00 per night (+/- €180) bed and
breakfast for the nights of 8", 9" and 10" June 2006. These will be allocated on a first come
first serve basis and bookings should be done direct with the hotel quoting “Imnl Conference”
